Use of Kemble Airfield

Where any significant change takes place pilots will be notified in writing and sent a replacement Form KAS/FO to sign.

I confirm that valid Third Party Liability Insurance is in force for the above-mentioned aircraft to a level to satisfy European legal requirements since April 2005, and to satisfy any contractual arrangement with a hangar keeper or to a minimum of £1,000,000.00 (£500,000 for microlights) whichever is greater and that there is no restrictive clause in the policy against use of an unlicensed aerodrome which would apply to Kemble out of hours movements.

Use of Kemble Airfield outside Published hours of Operation

1. I confirm that, in the event of my landing at, or taking-off (including ground movements) from Kemble Aerodrome when it is closed, I understand that no Flight Information Service, Ground Air Radio Service nor Rescue Fire Fighting Services will be available, and that operations will be entirely at my own risk.
2. I also confirm that no claim will be made against Kemble Air Services Limited, Kemble Airfield Estates Limited or any group/company or any of their respective employees, servants or agents, in respect of any loss or damage to property, which may be suffered, whilst using the aerodrome outside licensed hours.
3. No waiver or claim or indemnity is sought in respect of personal injury or death, but Kemble Air Services Limited wishes to make it clear that the company will seek to defend itself against claims for personal injury or death, arising from ‘out of hours’ use of the aerodrome where it is advised that a legal defence is appropriate.
4. I further understand that it is a condition of this permission that the aircraft being used will either have a valid Kemble Movement Card or have made a prior arrangement, and that details of any flights made, will be provided to Air Traffic at Kemble, not later than 10:00 on the day following that on which the subject movement is made. · The above permission is for the arrival and departure of the above-mentioned aircraft only. NO circuits are to be flown out of hours except with the express prior written permission of the Airfield Manager. The Kemble Flying Club Microlight School, currently has an exemption for student training.
· All radiotelephony calls will be made to ‘Kemble Traffic’ on 118.900Mhz as per Rule 15 of the Air Navigation Order.
· The vehicle crossing on the 08 threshold is OPEN out of hours, and as such the 08 threshold is displaced to the concrete strip abeam the 08 windsock. The No 180° turns on the black top is in force out of hours as well!
