General Rules and Regulations

1
Introduction
1.1
Kemble Air Services Ltd. (KAS) is responsible for the management of flying and related activities at Kemble AIRPORT and for all activity within the AIRPORT area. These rules are issued by KAS. In addition to the General Rules the Flying Order Book contains Flying Orders and all Kemble based pilots must read the Flying Order Book and sign they have done so on form KAS/FO 

1.2
Any AIRPORT user who fails to comply with the Rules may be given an oral or written warning explaining the nature of the failure. Following written warning, if non-compliance continues, KAS may issue a ban on the use of the AIRPORT by any individual or Company.

1.3
The Kemble AIRPORT Manual, approved by the CAA, is the definitive document relating to the management of the AIRPORT. Copies are issued to flying organisations and one is available for examination in reception at the Control Tower.

1.4
The principle of incorporating the General Rules and Terms and Conditions within a Flying Order Book has been approved by the members of the Kemble Operators Group (KOG). The Flying Orders are subject to review by KOG which meets every month and any contributions will be considered. The KOG is also the Airside Safety Committee. The Flying Orders may be changed and adapted as experience, or changing circumstances, may suggest. The Flying Order Book will be re-published as necessary and the latest version will be available for download at www.kemble.com
1.5
All pilots must read and sign as having read the Flying Order Book either at their own Club through the incorporation of the Kemble Flying Order Book in the Club Rules, or on the KAS Indemnity Form.
2
Interpretation

2.1
The Airport
The Airport means the area used for aircraft operation, maintenance, parking, or breaking.

2.2
The Company

The Company means both Kemble Airfield Estates Limited and Kemble Air Services Limited, whose Registered Office is at The Control Tower, Kemble Airport, Kemble, Nr. Cirencester, Gloucestershire GL7 6BA or any successor or assignee of the Company for the time being which term shall include any associated or subsidiary company thereto and shall, unless the context otherwise provides, include any servant, or agent,
2.3
The Airport Manager

The Airport Manager means the person employed by the company to be in charge of the Airport and includes any person acting as his appointed representative in charge of the Airport.

2.4
An Airport Official

Means the Airport manager or any other person authorised by the Airport manager on behalf of the company.

2.5
Designated

Designated means an area or position on the Airport notified by radio message, surface markings, or signals or verbal instruction by an Airport official.

2.6
Notice

Notice means any notice or sign erected by or on behalf of the company.

2.7
Vehicle

The term vehicle does not include an aircraft.

3
Aircraft

3.1
No person shall, without reasonable excuse, place an aircraft other than in the place and position designated by the Company. 

3.2
No person parking an aircraft, or responsible for an aircraft, shall fail properly to moor or otherwise secure any stationary aircraft not in a hangar.

3.3
No person shall run an aircraft engine in a hangar or in an area other than that designated by the Airport manager.

3.4
No person shall enter or climb upon or attempt to enter or climb upon any part of any aircraft without the authority or the owner, operator or person in charge of it.

3.5
No person shall tamper or interfere with any aircraft or anything used in connection with any aircraft without lawful authority or reasonable cause or excuse.

3.6
No person will operate an aircraft outside the published hours of the Airport without a valid Kemble Airport Movement contract, or having the prior permission of the Airport manager.

3.7
No person will operate an aircraft outside the published hours of the Airport without a valid out of hours indemnity for that aircraft or the Prior Permission of the Airport manager.
3.8
No person shall offer any member of the public a flight in an aircraft, whether for remuneration or otherwise, unless they have a specific written authorisation signed by the Airport Manager to operate as a flying school at the Airport, or in association with an approved flying school at the Airport.
4
Access to the Airport
4.1
No person shall fail to comply with any notice displayed by the company prohibiting or restricting access to any building, road or any part of the Airport.

4.2
No person shall allow any vehicle, animal or thing to be on the Airport or any part thereof after its presence on the Airport has been forbidden by a constable or an Airport official, provided that the constable or an Airport official has reasonable grounds to believe that its presence has been responsible for or is about to be responsible for a breach of the Air Navigation order or for a criminal offence.

4.3
No person shall enter or remain on the Airport, or any part thereof after having been prohibited from entering or been requested to leave by an Airport official or a constable, who has reasonable grounds to believe that his presence has been responsible for or is about to be responsible for a breach of a regulation or for a criminal offence.

4.4
No person shall enter the Airport other than to make proper use of the Airport, whilst having been prohibited from entering by a constable or an Airport official.

4.5
No person shall enter or leave the Airport otherwise than through a gate or entrance for the time being provided by the company for that purpose.

4.6
Any person who may cause damage of any sort to property will be liable to make recompense to KAS. In the event of the person, or a vehicle, being identified as an employee, or a vehicle, of a particular company then that company shall be held responsible for full financial re-imbursement of costs incurred to make repairs, rectification to property.

5
Airport Property and Premises

5.1
No person shall, except in the case of an emergency, intentionally operate any switch or lever of any apparatus or equipment used by the company upon or near which is displayed a notice stating that it is intended only to be operated in case of emergency.

5.2
No person shall in the Airport drop or leave litter other than in a receptacle provided for such purpose. 

5.3
No person shall climb any tower, wall, fence, barrier, railing, hedge or post without the written permission of the Airport Manager.

5.4
No person shall graze animals without the permission of the company.

5.5
No person shall erect, place, or alter any structure or other property (including any notice) on any part of the Airport.

5.6
No person shall tamper with or misuse, or attempt to tamper with or misuse, conveyor belt, power-operated gangway, or any mechanical, electrical or electronic apparatus without lawful authority or reasonable cause or excuse.

5.7
No person shall enter or get on or attempt to enter or get on any vehicle, truck, trolley or aircraft steps or tamper with the brake or other part of its mechanism without lawful authority or reasonable cause or excuse.

6
Electronic and Radio Transmitting and Receiving Apparatus

6.1
No person shall operate or use any radio transmitter or other thing capable of radiating electrical interference, in such a way as to prejudice, or be likely to prejudice, the operation of any communications or navigation systems at the Airport.

6.2
No person shall tamper with interfere with or misuse or attempt to tamper with interfere with or misuse any mechanical or electrical or electronic apparatus without lawful authority or reasonable excuse and no person shall operate or use in such a way as to prejudice the operation of any communications or navigation systems at the Airport any radio transmitter or other thing capable of radiating or generating electrical interference.

6.3
No person shall by operating or causing or suffering to be operated any wireless set, gramophone, amplifier, tape recorder or similar instrument or any musical instrument make, cause or suffer to be made any noise which is loud or so continuous or repeated as to give reasonable cause for annoyance to other persons on the Airport.

7
Prevention of Fire

7.1
No person shall smoke in or otherwise bring into or light any naked light in:

(a)
any place where any such act is prohibited by notice erected and displayed by the Company.
(b)
any place within 15 metres of any aircraft, refuelling bowser, petrol pumps or a store of liquid fuel or explosives.

7.2
No person shall light a fire other than with the permission of the Kemble Fire Service.

7.3
No person shall intentionally obstruct any emergency exit (crash gate) on any part of the Airport.

7.4
No person shall use, cause or permit to be used any vehicle unless the fuel and exhaust systems are at all times such that no danger is caused or is likely to be caused to persons, aircraft or property.

8
Control of Vehicles

8.1
All vehicle movements not under the direct control of the Tower must be in accordance with the traffic signs and any KAS approved map illustrating where vehicles may go. Generally aircraft and vehicles are separated by the “airside” / “landside” policy but drivers must be aware that aircraft may be encountered anywhere in the Airport area either under their own power or being towed. Vehicles must, by law, give way to aircraft and aircraft being towed.

8.2
On parts of the Airport to which the road traffic enactments do not apply no person shall:

(a)
drive a motor vehicle recklessly or at a speed or in a manner which is dangerous to other persons having regard to all the circumstances of the case including the nature condition and use of those parts of the Airport and the amount of traffic which is actually at the time or which might reasonably be expected to be on such part.

(b)
drive a motor vehicle without due care and attention or without reasonable consideration for other persons using those parts of the Airport.

(c)
without prejudice to the generality of sub-clause 2 (c) below drive a motor vehicle at a speed in excess of 20 mph in a manoeuvring area.

(d)
neglect, fail or refuse to comply with a direction given by a sign erected and displayed by the Company.

(e)
in any case where an accident occurs the driver of any vehicle involved shall stop and shall report the incident to the Company as soon as reasonably practicable but in any event before leaving the Airport.

(f)
without the permission of the Airport manager drive, park or leave a vehicle in a place other than that provided for the purpose.

8.3
No person shall:

(a)
drive a vehicle dangerously.
(b)
drive a vehicle without due care and attention, or without reasonable consideration for other persons using that part of the Airport; or drive a vehicle at a speed in excess of 30mph * or such other speed indicated on a notice erected in a conspicuous and appropriate position, which shall not in any event be less than 10mph; and for the purposes of this regulation, “dangerously” shall have the meaning in Section 2A of the Road Traffic Act 1988. With the exception of persons driving a vehicle as part of an approved motoring event.

8.4
No person shall use, cause or permit to be used, any vehicle or trailer for any purpose which is not suitable and is likely to cause danger to any person or aircraft.

8.5
No person on foot, or whilst driving or propelling a vehicle shall, except in the case of an emergency, neglect, fail or refuse to comply with an indication or direction or notice given or erected for the purpose of preventing an obstruction within the Airport, or regulating vehicular traffic within the Airport, or prohibiting or restricting access to any part of the Airport.

8.6
No person shall, except in the case of an emergency, leave or park a vehicle or cause it to wait for a period in excess of the permitted time in an area where the period of waiting is prohibited by notice.
8.7
No person shall in any case leave a vehicle overnight in the car parking area in front of AV8, or in any place where the vehicle could possible be construed to be a nuisance while the pilot / owner of the vehicle is away.

8.8
No person in charge of a vehicle or trailer shall, except in the case of an emergency, cause or permit the vehicle or trailer to stand so as to cause any obstruction, or so as to be likely to cause danger to person, aircraft or property.

8.9
No person shall use, cause or permit to be used any vehicle failing to comply in any way with the lighting, braking, steering, and electrical requirements which apply to that type of vehicle when on a road to which the road traffic enactments do apply, including the maintenance and adjustment of the brakes, steering gear and lights.

8.10
No person shall use, cause or permit to be used, any vehicle or trailers in such a manner as to cause or be likely to cause damage or nuisance to any person in or on any part of the Airport.

8.11
No person shall cause or permit except in the case of an emergency, any vehicle, trailer, aircraft servicing equipment or persons to enter that part of the Airport licensed for the surface movement of aircraft including runways, aprons and taxi-ways and any part of the Airport provided for the maintenance of aircraft except those parts specifically notified by the company for use by such vehicle, trailer or aircraft servicing equipment or persons.

8.12
On parts of the Airport to which the road traffic enactments do not apply no person shall drive or leave on any road any vehicle failing to comply in any way with the lighting or other statutory requirements which apply to roads to which the road traffic enactments apply and in particular covering obligatory front and rear lamps reversing lights reflectors lamps indicating overhanging or projecting loads or additional lamps on long vehicles or trailers.

9
Prevention of Nuisances

9.1
No person shall, without reasonable excuse, permit a dog to enter or remain on any part of the Airport unless the dog is held on a lead and is restrained from behaviour giving reasonable grounds for annoyance. Any fouling by a dog shall be removed in a bag by the owner.
9.2
No person shall intentionally obstruct any Airport official in the proper execution of his duties.
9.3
No person shall Intentionally obstruct any person carrying out an act which is necessary to the proper execution of any contract with the company.
9.4
No person shall Intentionally obstruct any other person in the proper use of the Airport, or behave so as to give reasonable grounds for annoyance to other persons.

9.5
A person shall, if so requested by a constable, or an Airport official state his correct name and address and the purpose of his being on the Airport.

10
General

10.1
No person shall without the written approval of the company store or supply fuel or lubrications for aircraft using the Airport.

10.2
No person shall without due diligence fill or discharge from any container including any part of a vehicle, liquid fuel elsewhere than in a place approved by the Airport manager.

10.3
Under no circumstances should fuel be kept in any container inside a hangar other than in an approved fuel tank fitted to an aircraft.
10.4
The storage of any container, including a jerry can, inside a hangar invalidates the KAS Ltd Hangar Keepers Indemnity Policy and may invalidate any similar policies held by tenants at the Airport.
10.5
Road vehicles are not normally permitted to be stored in hangars. In cases where tenants require to keep a vehicle temporarily in a hangar, evidence of valid ‘Hangar Keeper Insurance’ must be submitted to KAS.
Kemble Airport
Terms and Conditions of Use
1
Definitions

1.1
The “Airport” means all that area comprising Kemble Airport which is operated by or under the control of the Company as hereinafter defined. The term “Airport” shall be interchangeable with the terms “Airfield”, “Aerodrome”, “airstrip” or any other like term, where the context so dictates and such terms shall bear their ordinary and usual meaning according to English Law – “Airport” being the word used by the Civil Aviation Authority to describe a place for the taking off and landing of aircraft and the area designated within the Airport boundary.
1.2
The “Company”, which term shall include any associated or subsidiary company thereto and shall, unless the context otherwise provides, includes any servant, or agent, means Kemble Air Services Limited and Kemble Airfield Estates Limited, whose successor or assignee of the Company for the time being. 
1.3
The “Operator” shall mean the person or organisation from time to time having the management or possession of an aircraft whether owner, user, pilot or otherwise and shall mean the person(s) or body or organisation (and their respective servants, agents and contractors) using, attempting to make use of, or having used, the facilities or services offered by the Company at the Airport or elsewhere.

1.4
The “Conditions” means these Terms and Conditions of Kemble Airport and any Rules and Regulations relating to the use of Kemble Airport, and any other orders, instructions, directions respectively from time to time in force whether in writing or otherwise made by the Company or on its behalf. A copy of the conditions will be available on request from the Company but shall be deemed to bind the Operator whether or not a copy has been requested. In the event of inconsistency and so far as permitted by law these conditions shall take precedence over any other conditions or terms.  The conditions shall be construed in all respects according to English Law.

1.5
For the purpose of being bound by these Terms and Conditions the Operator warrants that he has full authority and power to bind as their agent any owner, lessor, mortgagor, lender or pilot of the aircraft and all their respective servants, agents or contractors.

1.6
Vehicle’ does not include an aircraft.

1.7
The Road Traffic Enactments’ means the enactments for the time being in force relating to road traffic including the lighting and parking of vehicles and any order or other instrument having effect by virtue of any such enactment.

1.8
VCR shall mean the Visual Control Room at the top of the control tower building.
1.9
A “Landing Fee” is the term generally used to describe the fee paid by an Operator to the Company for the privilege of using the Airport. Landing fees at Kemble Airport are based on movements, with preferential rates available for an annual Movement card.

2
Use of the Airport and its Facilities

2.1
The use of the Airport by the Operator or on his or their behalf is subject to the conditions which shall apply equally to all facilities or services offered or provided by the Company and are hereby deemed to be incorporated into any agreement, contract or other legal relationship entered into or to be entered into by the Company with the Operator.

2.2
The Company shall be entitled to vary the conditions from time to time, at its discretion and as it sees fit. Provided such variations have been brought to the notice of the Operator or are deemed to have been brought to his notice, such variations shall be binding on the Operator.

2.3
The Company has exclusive right to provide any service which it desires and sees fit at the Airport and any Operator wishing to provide the same, similar or different services must submit a written application to the Airport Manager for due consideration.

3
Landing Fees
3.1
Landing fees will be charged at the prevailing rate at the time in accordance with the scale of charges produced by the Airport Manager. Operators based at Kemble may choose to pay an annual Movement Card and this will also allow pilots to fly an aircraft out of hours, subject to signature of the Out of Hours Indemnity form. Other operators are welcome out of hours subject to Prior Permission, prior signature of the same form and pre payment, or other specific agreed arrangement.
3.2
A copy of the current list of the Company’s fees and charges is published and available in the Operations Room at the Airport Control Tower. Visitor fees will also be promulgated in appropriate publications and an up to date list of all fees will be available on the internet at www.kemble.com. 

3.3
The publication of the fees and the delivery of such to the operator is without prejudice to the Company’s right to vary from time to time any of its fees or charges therein stated in any way it sees fit. The display of any notice or delivery of a list of fees or charges is not to be construed as an offer on the part of the Company to provide any facilities or services either for the fees or charges specified or at all.

3.4
The Company will give to the Operator such notice as is reasonable in all the circumstances of any variation in fees or charges.

4
Payment

4.1
The Operator shall pay the appropriate charges for the landing, parking, or housing of aircraft. The Operator shall also pay for any supplies, services or facilities provided to him or the aircraft by the Company. All such charges shall be due and payable at the sole discretion of the Company before any aircraft departs from the AIRPORT. Fees not settled at the time of landing will be subject to a minimum administration charge of £15.00 plus VAT.
4.2
Payment of any unpaid charges shall in any event be due for immediate settlement.

4.3
The Operator shall pay interest on any sum outstanding at the amount of 4% above the Bank of England Base Rate existing at the time, such interest to accrue on a daily basis.

5
Lien

5.1
So long as an aircraft, or any parts and accessories, or any vehicle are located at the Airport or upon any land under the control of the Company, the Company shall have a contractual lien, both particular and general over the aircraft, its parts and accessories and any vehicle for all charges, costs, fees or any other liabilities of whatever nature which are due and payable to the Company in respect of that aircraft, or any other aircraft of which the Operator is the Operator at the time when the lien is exercised. The lien shall not be lost by reason of the aircraft departing from land in the control of the company but shall continue to be exercisable at any time when the aircraft or any other aircraft of the operator has returned to and upon any such land so long as any of the said charges, costs, fees or other liabilities, whether incurred before or after such departure remain unpaid.

5.2
The Company shall be entitled to levy fees incurred in respect of any aircraft or property for storage or otherwise during the period of exercise of the lien and the Company may further exercise a lien in respect of unpaid charges, costs, fees or other liabilities as it sees fit.

5.3
If charges, costs, fees or other liabilities in respect of which a lien is exercised remain outstanding, the Company shall dispatch by ordinary post to the Operator at his address heron and to the Registered Owner of the aircraft at the address on the appropriate Register in the State of Registration a notice demanding payment within 14 days of delivery of the letter. In the event that payment remains outstanding thereafter, title in the liened aircraft or property shall vest in the Company and the Company may at its entire discretion sell, dispose of, remove or destroy such aircraft or property. In the event of a sale or disposition the Company shall be under no duty to obtain the best possible price and may apply the proceeds in discharging any sum due to the Company and any fees, expenses or costs incurred in connection with the disposal of aircraft before accounting for any balance for any balance to any party so entitled.

5.4
The exercise by the Company of the powers set forth in this Clause 5 shall be without prejudice to the exercise of any other powers exercisable by the Company by virtue of statue or otherwise.

6
Liability of the Company and the Operator

6.1
Where the Operator is other than a Consumer as defined in the Unfair Terms in Consumer Contracts Regulations 1994, the Company shall in no circumstances be liable to the Operator for any physical or economic damage or loss, or any other loss or damage to property or persons of any kind whatsoever (including without exception the aircraft its parts or accessories or any property contained in the aircraft), whether direct, indirect or consequential, caused by any negligence, breach of contract or statutory duty on the part of the Company, its servants or agents.

6.2
Where the operator or any person on his behalf or for whom he is responsible causes death, personal injury or loss or damage of any kind whether direct or indirect as a result of any negligence, breach of contract or breach of statutory duty and while at the Airport, the Operator shall indemnify and keep indemnified the company in respect of any claim or claims arising there from.

7
Insurance

7.1
Aircraft based at Kemble must have valid insurance with Companies approved by the D.T.I. and it is the owners and operators responsibility to ensure this is kept up to date. Copies of insurance documentation must be produced upon request.

7.2
The Operator in furtherance of his obligations under these conditions agrees to effect and maintain passenger and third party liability insurance in respect of any aircraft operated or used by the operator at the Airport in such amounts not being less than that required to satisfy European Law. In any event the operator will maintain a minimum third party insurance of one million pounds (£1,000,000) Combined Single Limit, or, as shall in the Company’s complete discretion, a sum to be deemed reasonable according to the size and type of aircraft operated and shall on demand produce to the Company, or its duly authorised representative, from time to time sufficient documentary proof of such insurance including the security thereof. Subject to the terms of this clause Microlight Aircraft at Kemble may be insured for a minimum of £500,000.

7.3
In respect of any vehicle which the operator, his servants, agents, or associates may use or operate on that part of the Airport which is or has been designated ‘Airside’, the operator shall at all times ensure that the vehicle is fully and properly insured for third party risks for an appropriate amount having regard to the nature of the risks. Evidence of such insurance shall be produced to the Company or its duly authorised representative on demand. The Company’s decision as to the adequacy of such insurance cover shall be binding on the operator. Note: Most ordinary motor car policies do not include airside cover.
7.4
The Operator shall at all times fully indemnify and keep indemnified the Company against any breach of this Clause 7 but without prejudice to any other rights of the Company under these Terms and Conditions whether the same shall be enforced by the Company or not.

8
Movement of Aircraft

8.1
The Operator or his appointed handling agent shall furnish to the Company information of such type and in such form as the Company may from time to time require and determine relating to the movement of aircraft whether handled by himself or an agent at the Airport within 24 hours of each of these movements or at a later date if required.

8.2
No person shall throw leave or drop anything capable of causing injury to any person, aircraft or property or that would cause the defacement by litter of any part of the Airport.

8.3
No person shall behave in a disorderly indecent or offensive manner.

8.4
No person shall fail to keep any dog on a lead and under control or permit a dog to foul any footpath or a building. In the latter event the owner of a dog must remove mess from the property.
8.5
No person shall remain on the Airport or any part thereof after having been requested by the Airport Manager or a Police Constable to leave.

8.6
All persons shall at all times whilst on the Airport display any security pass issued by the company  clearly within their vehicle.

8.7
No person shall discharge into the drainage system (both foul and storm) any substance that may obstruct them or cause damage or any noxious poisonous oily or radioactive matter or substance or matter likely to pollute or contaminate or which is environmentally unacceptable to the Company.
8.8
No person shall release any pigeons or other birds at the Airport or encourage or feed any birds at the Airport.
8.9
No person shall use or tamper with any fire hydrants at the Airport.
8.10
No person shall whilst connected to the Companies private electricity supply overload such supply.
8.11
No person shall take a vehicle into a hangar used for the maintenance or storage of aircraft. Note: vehicles in hangars insured by the company are not covered by the hangar keeper’s insurance policy.

8.12
No person shall drive or place a vehicle elsewhere other than in a place provided for the passage or accommodation of such vehicle.

8.13
No person shall remove pick or otherwise damage any tree shrub or plant.
8.14
No person shall dig soil or cut or remove turf.

8.15
No person shall displace damage deface or alter any building structure or other property whether moveable or immovable (including any notice) forming part of or provided for or in connection with the Airport or erect or place on any part of the Airport any such structure or property.

8.16
No person shall without lawful authority enter any part of the Airport to which members of the public are not for the time being admitted.

8.17
No person shall sell or distribute anything or offer anything for sale or hire or make any offer of services unless a written agreement with KAS has been signed by the Company.

8.18
No person shall post distribute or display signs advertisements circulars or other printed or written matter without authority.

8.19
No person shall occupy any of the buildings on the Airport as residential accommodation.

8.20
No person shall bring onto the Airport any caravans, mobile homes portacabins or other non-permanent structure.

8.21
No parachuting or hang gliding shall be allowed at the Airport unless special arrangements have been made for a particular event.

8.22
No kite flying shall be allowed at the AIRPORT.

8.23
No model aircraft flying shall be allowed other than in the area agreed and indicated on the Airport plan.

8.24
No person shall lay any form of traps (i.e. to catch vermin etc.).
8.25
No person shall bring onto the AIRPORT any JCB, earth moving machinery, crane or other similar equipment without the permission of the AIRPORT Manager.

8.26
No person shall erect any marquees or tents or other item of a similar nature.
8.27
No person shall either dig or hit into the ground any pegs, posts etc without first having ‘cat’ scanned the area concerned by a competent person trained in operating such equipment for services and having obtained a permit to dig.

8.28
No work shall be carried out on the Airport unless a correct method statement and risk assessment has been written and a permit to work issued and approved by the Airport manager.

9
Operations

9.1
The Airport will be published open for normal use as follows: 0900-SS or 1700 GMT (Winter) and 0900-1800 BST (Summer). Normal use is defined as the times during which pilots should find the Control Tower manned. Kemble Airport Lease Holders and pilots based at Kemble may use the Airport outside of these times at their own risk provided they have completed the appropriate form, (3) below refers, and fulfilled the requirements stated thereon.

9.2
Operations at Kemble are in accordance with the Kemble Aerodrome Manual, approved by the CAA, and issued to Kemble based flying organisations. A copy is available to view in the Operations Department in the Control Tower. 

9.3
Aircraft operators and pilots at Kemble are required to read the Flying Order Book and complete the “Flying Order / Out of Hours Indemnity Form”, KAS/FO.

9.4
In the event of any unfortunate accident the Airport will follow the emergency procedures with the welfare of the pilot and passengers as the absolute priority. However the owner of an aircraft will be liable for all associated costs; eg: removing an aircraft from the runway, damage to the surface, lighting or signs, RFFS media and any further losses sustained by the Airport.

9.5
All other matters relating to operations are included in the Flying Order Book.

Flying Order Book
1
General

These Orders, or Flying Regulations, are a guide to the use of Kemble AIRPORT. Pilots must where appropriate sign the Flying Order Book or equivalent at their own flying organization, school or Club.

2
Carriage of Documents and Return of Flying Time
2.1
Pilots are reminded of their responsibility relating to all documentation and flight records. Subject to the provisions at Flying Schools and Clubs, pilots may book out at Kemble on the Radio. Out of hours movements must be notified to the Tower before 1000 the day following the movement, or as soon as is practicable thereafter. Please file by e-mail if possible with atc@kemble.com and we only need registration, time out, and time of landing. We need the same details if more than one flight is made. Organisations, Flying Schools or Clubs that maintain a booking out sheet for their own record may on behalf of the pilots using their sheet provide a copy of their sheet for out of hours movements.

2.2
The recording of this information, to maintain a full picture of aircraft movements, is important for the Airport for a number of reasons including possible planning and environmental issues. Any noise complaint for a particular evening can be e-mailed to the pilots flying that evening and any feedback would be welcome. A complaint may be quite unjustified but in other cases pilots may realise that they had been inconsiderate and modify their flights to minimise nuisance in the future.

2.3
Due to the particular sensitivity of flights in the evening any based pilot who may suspect an unauthorised user has been using the facility, especially if that user is making circuits, is request to file the registration number of the aircraft with Operations the following day.

3
Reporting Defects and Unusual Occurences
3.1
It is a pilot’s responsibility to determine if he /she may have made a heavy landing. Staff in the VCR may not enter into discussion about such an event. In compliance with the requirements of the CAA, the pilot in charge must immediately after landing, make an entry of any occurrence, or defect, in the Technical Log (or equivalent document) for the aircraft. He is also required to report to the aircraft owner or an instructor or official of the school / Club to which he /she is affiliated of any defects in the aircraft, its engine(s), or equipment or any circumstances (eg heavy landing, rough running of the engine, sluggishness of controls, nose or tail heaviness, one wing low, etc) which ever may render an inspection or adjustment of the engine or airframe advisable.

4
Radio
4.1
It is mandatory for all aircraft using Kemble Airport to use the radio frequency 118.900 MHz. Exceptions to the rule may be made from time to time at the discretion of the Manager or duty radio operator and subject to the pilot having a verbal brief.

4.2
“Kemble Information” is a FISO Service. Pilots should be aware that at times the service may be downgraded to Kemble Radio and they should understand the differences as explained in CAP 413. 

5
Restriction of Flying
5.1
Any instances of poor airmanship observed by FISO will be reported to the Airport Manager and appropriate action will be taken. Instances of poor airmanship shall also be discussed at the Kemble Operators Group meetings and either the Airport Manager or the Chief Pilot or CFI at a related flying organisation or school will communicate to the pilot the concerns of the KOG.

5.2
Flying at an unnecessarily low altitude can be dangerous. It is also liable to cause annoyance, and antagonism to flying, amongst persons on the ground. Pilots should consider reporting to the VCR immediately after landing from any flight during which bad weather or any other emergency necessitated flying below 500ft above the ground. This may help the FISO on duty in dealing with any complaint. PLEASE RESPECT OUR NEIGHBOURS and remember that low flying might impress a passenger, ignorant of the dangers, it will not impress many other pilots!

5.3
Exhibition Flying ‘Contour Chasing’, ‘Trick or Exhibition Flying’ or ‘Stunting’ of any nature is absolutely prohibited. Pilots wishing to make display practices in accordance with the Rule 5 exemption at Kemble must comply with the terms of that exemption.

5.4
Pilots under supervised solo instruction should not make ANY solo flights without the express permission on the day of the CFI or a FI at their individual flying organisation or school / Club. Supervising instructors will be welcome in the Control Tower to observe solo flights.

5.5
Pilots must operate aircraft in accordance with the aircraft manual and recognise their own limitations. 

5.6
The consumption of intoxicating liquor within a period of 8 hours before flying is discouraged and if in the opinion of any school, Club or other flying organisation, any person should be in breach of this regulation then they shall not be permitted to have solo control of an aircraft. The school may further ban a member thought to be in breach of the 8 hour capacity (including passengers) in any aircraft from this flying site.

5
Cross Country Flying
5.1
Pilots flying to other destinations are reminded that they are required to inform the VCR of the name of the destination Airport, and not just book out ‘local’.

6
Airport Movements
6.1
The use of Radio has been mandatory at Kemble since 1996 and even out of hours pilots must make blind calls in the interest of safety. It is suggested that pilots operating out of hours from Kemble should request another user for a radio check.
6.2
With the express permission of the duty FISO or Airport Manager a non radio movement may be authorised.

6.3
During hours of normal operation a radio call should be made from aircraft on the ground to Kemble Information for information and taxi.

7
Engine Starting (Pre-Checks)

7.1
Before starting the engine the following checks must be made, ensuring that:

a
No other person is likely to be directly affected by the start up and mindful of the position of other people, especially children, and any dog which must be on a lead.

b
The aircraft is pointing into open ground and in a position where the slip-stream will not cause damage to property, other aircraft, etc. Microlight aircraft are particularly vulnerable.

c)
Chocks are placed in front of the wheels whenever any engine test running is to be carried out.

d)
Under no circumstances may engines be started or run up in, or too near, any hangar or when the aircraft’s slipstream can cause danger or annoyance or the engine noise can cause offence.

f)
There is a clear path by which the aircraft may taxi from the parking area.

g)
Engines may not be started by hand without the use of chocks or other adequate safeguards against forward movements of the aircraft without a competent person in the pilot’s seat in charge of the controls. Any person hand swinging a prop must have had appropriate instruction. 

h)
The VCR has been informed of the intention to ground run an engine for engineering purposes. They will need to know pob, approximate duration and power settings.

7.2
In no circumstances shall a pilot step out of an aircraft or leave it unmanned whilst the engine is running.
7.3
In no circumstances shall a pilot start an engine without a suitably qualified person in the cockpit.
9
Taxiing
9.1
Aircraft should always be taxied at slow speed, considering the proximity of other aircraft, obstructions, the nature of the weather conditions, and proximity of other aircraft taking-off or landing.

9.2
Taxiing into a hangar is strictly forbidden and a pilot must park his aircraft short of the entrance, even if a member of ground staff marshals otherwise.

10
Steep Turns, Stalling, Spinning and Aerobatics
10.1
Such manoeuvres should not be carried out within the Kemble ATZ. Exceptions at Kemble will only be if operating in accordance with the Kemble display exemption or test pilots carrying out manoeuvres required for the completion of a flight test provided they have filed a prior request with the VCR or there is no other circuit traffic present.
11
Refuelling
11.1
The operator in charge of the aircraft is responsible for the fuel and oil (and water, where applicable) contents before a flight is commenced, and wherever it is necessary to refuel, the member will ensure the correct grade of fuel and oil is used. At Kemble, aircraft should only refuel at the designated fuelling areas.

12
Noise Abatement
12.1
Pilots are required to observe the Kemble Noise Abatement Procedures, copies of which are available at the Control Tower and available at www.kemble.com

13
Circuit procedures
13.1
Circuit flying is important for pilots but potentially causes the greatest nuisance to neighbours. Circuit patterns will be flown in accordance with the noise abatement procedures avoiding sensitive areas.

13.2
Circuit flying must be pre booked. This can be done on the telephone or as a request on radio. Circuit flying if pre booked helps staff in the VCR manage the use of the airspace throughout a given day and will establish your priority. The Tower will normally only accept bookings for four aircraft in at a time in a standard circuit. FISO cannot prevent more aircraft joining an already busy circuit pattern to land. Booking the circuit is aimed at safety and primarily at benefiting the schools that operate here at Kemble who would not wish a number of other aircraft to blunder into “our” circuit while they are in the middle of a training session. (See also rule 14) NB: Four aircraft in the circuit left hand off 26 with several reported to join would be expected quite normally. We would not expect the joining aircraft to then opt to continue in the circuit unless they were pre booked. It would be quite acceptable in addition to this traffic to have helicopters operating on the Southside and even up to four microlights flying off the grass 26 right hand.

13.3
The standard light aircraft circuit height is 1,000 ft. agl. The microlight circuit 600 ft. agl. Helicopters fly at 700ft in accordance with recommended operating procedures.
13.4
Circuits are always flown in a left hand direction following the pattern described in the noise abatement procedures.
13.5
Pilots should note that some modern microlights can fly faster than some light aircraft and they are quite at liberty to use the light aircraft circuit. STOL light aircraft may similarly use the microlight circuit on occasions.

13.6
Helicopters will normally operate in the standard pattern but lower and within the aerodrome perimeter. If microlights are using this pattern then the helicopters will operate north side, and vice versa.

14
Joining the Circuit
14.1
Overhead standard 2000 ft QFE (or 1500 ft QFE at the pilot’s discretion).
14.2
All overhead joins must be made to the standard pattern of the runway in use. If another runway is required pilots should position appropriately from the downwind or base leg of the standard pattern.

14.3
The cross wind join on the upwind side of the centre point of the runway is preferable for microlights (and helicopters making this approach) to minimise the possibility of conflict with traffic departing the main runway.

14.4
Overhead joins and dead side joins are not permitted when left and right circuits are in use the FISO will advise “No dead side, join downwind”.

14.5
Downwind or base leg joins may be made for any runway provided there is no conflict with traffic in the standard pattern being flown at the time. Pilots joining like this for the 08 / 26 grass circuit north side must be particularly careful not to fly above 600ft. on the QFE (700 ft helicopters).

14.6
Poor weather circuits. Pilots should not fly more than two consecutive practice poor weather circuits as this is likely to cause a noise complaint.

14.7
The use of an orbit for separation in the circuit at Kemble is not advised and a standard go around procedure should be initiated.
14.8
The Signal Square at Kemble has been withdrawn from use. Out of hours pilots listen out carefully and make blind call stating their intentions.

15
Display Flying
15.1
Display Flying at Kemble is only permitted with the authority of Kemble Air Services Ltd and the appropriate authorisation from the CAA.
15.2
Practice Display flying is only permitted within the terms of the Airport’s Rule 5 Exemption and this includes pre booking. A copy of the exemption is available to pilots on request.
15.3
The Duty FISO will not accept bookings for display practice if it will compromise more than three in the circuit and they will not accept more than one display practice per hour except by prior booking and in the periods before Kemble Air Day or other specifically approved flying event. It is important for pilots to recognise that unless their DA is valid they may not fly less than 100 ft in normal flight and 500 ft for aerobatics.

16
Runway Incursions
16.1
The CAA has drawn pilot’s attention to the possibility of runway incursion. Bearing in mind Kemble is licensed for VFR use only pilots will see any vehicle on a runway and must initiate a go around in such circumstances, and whenever possible not below 200 ft.

17
Out of Hours Operations
17.1
Operation out of normal published hours when the Airport is unlicensed is only permitted to Kemble based pilots under the following conditions.

a.
The KAS/FO form has been signed in respect of the aircraft and pilot.

b.
A landing contract has been paid or an exemption letter has been issued by the Airport Manager.

17.2
Services to licensed standards may be provided out of hours on request, a fee will be charged as published.

17.3
Other operators are welcome to fly at Kemble out of hours strictly with prior permission and also having fulfilled the above criteria.
17.4
Out of hours the threshold for 08 is displaced to the original RHAG line (white concrete strip) just prior to the black friction surface. This is to avoid any possible conflict between aircraft and cars at the 08 threshold when the vehicle crossing traffic lights are switched off.

18
Night Flying
18.1
No aircraft shall fly at Kemble at night unless the AIRPORT has been NOTAM open for night flying or a request has been made, and accepted by Operations, for lights and or any other service, a fee will be charged as published.

19
Parachuting
19.1
Parachuting is no longer allowed at Kemble Airport. Exceptions may be made for special events.

20
Foot Launched Powered Flying Machines

20.1
These types of flying machines are not regulated. They may only operate from Kemble in accordance with these rules. Pilots must be aware that paramotors are slow but manoeuvrable and they may with the Manager’s permission operate from any part of the Airport. Currently only one operator has permission for occasional use. 
21
Model Aircraft
21.1
Model aircraft flying will normally take place from the designated area at E Site. Whenever model aircraft flying takes place a notice is to be displayed at E Site.
21.2
Model aircraft are not permitted to fly above 200 ft agl.

22
Winch Launching
22.1
Winch launching is specifically prohibited on Kemble AIRPORT except with the written authority of KAS Ltd. Currently Kestrel Paramotors have permission to winch no higher than 200 ft.

23
Non Aviation Activity
23.1
KAS may hire parts of the paved areas of the Airport for non-aviation use. The organisations involved will at all times operate within the Rules of the Airport, will be under the control of the Tower ground net radio and will at all times give way when requested to aircraft movements. Such events will not be allowed to adversely affect any flying operations. Non aviation activity will not normally be allowed at weekends or on public holidays except for special events.

24
Fuel Sales
24.1
Only KAS may sell fuel on site.

25
Health and Safety
25.1
All users and visitors are to abide by the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 and any successor or replacement legislation and any similar regulations.

26
High Visibility Clothing
26.1
It is now a requirement that any person airside must wear an approved high visibility garment.

27
Interpretation
27.1
Any queries concerning interpretation should be addressed to the Airport Manager. The General Rules and Flying Orders may be updated from time to time. KAS will ensure that full consultation takes place with key flying organisations and personnel to ensure these documents remain current, representative and form an authoritative text to which all users are committed.

28
Disciplinary Action
28.1
Any pilot committing any breach of these Orders or other regulations in the Kemble Flying Order Book may be suspended from flying either permanently or for a temporary period.
